Isn’t evangelism a gift? What if I don’t have it? - Ephesians
4:11-12
Some markings of gifted evangelist: Heart for the lost,
willingness to go, Spirit led, and prayer centered (not
exhaustive)
While some might be more gifted than others, all must be
willing to share the Good News of Jesus - 1 Peter 3:15
